WATERFRONT

The Waterfront is a prime area as this whole

section overlooks the marina and is backed by the
waterfront restaurants. This section and it's exhibits
also benefits from being the main public walkway
to and from the Spinnaker Tower. The Waterfront is
well suited to craft and special display exhibits. Due
to fire and access regulations, the maximum depth
available is 6m, and plots average from 2.4m to 2.8m
in width. Specific plots can be booked, please see

the Waterfront Plan supplied.

CANALSIDE

The Canalside is a beautiful section of the site well
suited to marquees, trailer-borne exhibits and boats.
The area benefits from being the largest of the
Gunwharf public walkways with retail units and
prime restaurants bordering it's full length. In
addition, the inland water features located here

will play host to special attractions and displays
throughout the 3-day event.

PLAZA

The Plaza is a natural hub within the Gunwharf site,
and will feature the larger truck orientated exhibits
due to its unigue size and loading capabilities. It
benefits from being the first feature that pedestrian
visitors to Gunwharf will encounter. The likewise

is surrounded by some of the most popular high-
quality restaurants within Gunwharf Quays.

CENTRAL SQUARE x
Central Square represents the heart of the exhibition g & | — L

ashore and the Gunwharf site itself. This area is
ideally suited to marquees and perhaps an additional
central display. All public arriving by car enter this
area first by means of the car park escalators which
emerge in Central Square. The area is bordered on

all sides by high quality retail outlets and cafes. From o
here, all routes lead to the exhibition’s other key
zones. Off here are also ARCADE WALKWAYS which
can feature small well presented exhibits of 2mx2m.

THE MARINA

The Marina is a purpose built events marina

with super wide pontoons, which provide extra
stability and space to handle large crowds safely.
Highly picturesque and overlooked by Gunwharfs
waterfront, the marina has first rate access to
open water as it lies within a stones throw of the
Portsmouth harbour entrance. Approx 500m of
pontoon exhibition berthing is available. Boats are
charged on LOA only, not total square meterage.
